Master of Ministry - Church-based

MVNU has developed this unique church-based Master of Ministry program for
young graduates and those with a flexible schedule. It combines the academic
experience with a practical experience, pairing students with one of 5 large
teaching churches where they can learn how the church functions by participating
in the process.

Students are immersed in an Ohio teaching church 15-20 hours per week. This

is combined with an accelerated academic program including biblical theology,
biblical studies, supervised ministry, and practics. The 30-credit program with the
same coursework as the module-based program, is completed in 11 months.

Master of Divinity (NTS Cooperative Program)

The Master of Divinity prepares individuals for ordained ministry and spiritual
leadership. Through a unique partnership between MVNU and the Nazarene
Theological Seminary (NTS), you can now earn your Master of Divinity , conferred

by NTS, without moving to Kansas City. The program offers a combination of 3
convenient ways to take classes to earn the 9o credit hours required for this degree.

1. Take classes in the Master of Ministry program at MVNU
2. Earn a portion of your credits through online instruction
3. Attend modular classes at NTS

Certificate of Ministry Preparation

The Certificate of Ministry Preparation (CMP) program is designed to provide
academic experiences for adults who want to increase their Christian ministry
effectiveness, but are unable to enter into the regular college program. The
opportunity for service to God’s Kingdom requires that individuals serve
effectively and knowledgeably — and that requires academic preparation.

The CMP program has received validation from the office of the Clergy Development
and the International Course of Study Committee of the Church of the Nazarene
as a program that fulfills the educational requirements for ordination as elder in the
Church of the Nazarene.

Sunday school teachers, youth workers, and church board members who are not
seeking the Certificate may be granted permission to audit these courses for the
appropriate fee.

Certificate of Ministry Development

The Certificate of Ministry Development (CMD) is designed to increase your
ministry ability through the curriculum offered in the Master of Ministry program
by allowing you to take classes without pursuing a degree. Those who have a
bachelor’s or master’s degree may also take courses in this program for Continuing
Educational Units (CEU).

CMD students take 10 master’s-level courses in 6 core areas for an increased
understanding of the functions of ministry and how they impact the personal call to
serve: theology, biblical studies, preaching, personal growth, leadership, and ministry.
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
