Mount Vernon Nazarene University, established by the Church of the Nazarene, opened 
its doors in 1968 and serves the denomination’s East Central Region. The University oïers 
liberal arts, professional, and graduate programs at its main campus in Mount Vernon, Ohio, 
downtown Mount Vernon, and online.

MVNU’s educational philosophy and purpose are shaped by its Wesleyan-Holiness theological 
roots, informed by the Bible, focused on Christ-likeness in every aspect of life, and deúned by 
an emphasis on loving God with all of one’s heart, mind, soul, and strength, as well as one’s 
neighbor as one’s self.

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Introduction

University Scripture Passage

The Scripture passage of II Corinthians 5:14-21 comes from the ministry of Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will 
of God. While Paul clearly addresses the “church of God which is at Corinth”, he also addresses the Church of our 
time. According to Paul, “the love of Christ controls us because we are convinced that one has died for all . . . (v14a). 
The power of the resurrection makes it possible to live for something bigger than our own agenda. This passage 
reminds us that the MVNU community is a new creation. We do not wander amid the ashes of civilization; rather we 
look to the newness of the resurrection. Because of this, MVNU lives toward reconciliation, and just for this reason, 
we are ambassadors for Christ to a broken world. While sin, death, and evil surround this campus, during dark days 
and good days Christ calls us to a ministry of reconciliation. In fact, MVNU believes God makes his appeal through us. 
The appeal of the everlastingly triune God, as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, is reconciliation borne of righteousness. 
The promise of the passage is lived out through the vision to change the world through the love of Christ. John 
Wesley writes, “This is the word of reconciliation which we preach. This is the foundation which never can be moved. 
By faith we are built upon this foundation; and this faith also is the gift of God” [Wesley’s Works, 1: 119].

The University Scripture Passage calls attention to the Wesleyan-Holiness tradition of MVNU. The Church of the 
Nazarene believes with Paul that righteousness comes through Christ in order to enable us to be ambassadors of 
heart holiness. Therefore, the ever-ûowing love of God embraces the struggles with sin and in the power of the Spirit 
replaces fear and failure with the peace which passes all understanding. As for Paul, so with us, we reach toward a life 
characterized by reconciling holiness.
